GENERAL DESCRIPTION: Beiping is on the southern slopes of the Dabashan mountains. The 
habitats in the IBA include broadleaf evergreen forest, mixed broadleaf evergreen and 
deciduous forest and coniferous evergreen forest. At 1,400-1,900 m there are patches of 
agricultural land, scrub and commercial woodland. 
THREATENED SPECIES: Syrmaticus reevesii (VU, a specimen was collected in 1965) 
ENDEMIC BIRD AREAS: 137: Central Sichuan mountains 
BIOMES: AS07: Sino-Himalayan temperate forest; AS08: Sino-Himalayan subtropical forest 
IMPORTANCE TO OTHER FAUNA AND FLORA: Nationally protected animals include Panthera 
pardus, Cervus albirostris, Macaca mulatta, Felis temmincki, Moschus berezovskii, Neofelis 
nebulosa, Viverra zibetha, Viverricula indica and Naemorhedus goral.

The main vegetation 
types are broadleaf evergreen forest, mixed broadleaf evergreen and deciduous forest and 
coniferous forest. 
THREATENED SPECIES: Syrmaticus reevesii (VU) 
BIOMES: AS08: Sino-Himalayan subtropical forest 
IMPORTANCE TO OTHER FAUNA AND FLORA: Nationally protected species include Leopard, 
Clouded Leopard, Asiatic Black Bear, Goral and Rhesus Macaque.

There is no river within the nature reserve, only with six small 
reservoirs and ponds (3.7 ha in total). Over 15,000 ardeids aggregate in the area, including 
many Egretta garzetta. 
CONGREGATORY WATERBIRDS: Egretta garzetta (14,665 birds estimated based on a nest 
count in 1997-1998)

GENERAL DESCRIPTION: Located in Wulong County, 20 km east from the county town. Areas 
of the IBA below 1,400 m are mostly converted to agricultural land, or fir and pine plantation. 
The areas with thin soil are dominated by scrub.

BIOMES: AS08: Sino-Himalayan subtropical forest 
IMPORTANCE TO OTHER FAUNA AND FLORA: Black Langur occurs at this site.

THREATENED SPECIES: Anser cygnoides (EN), Anas formosa (VU), Aythya baeri (VU, up to 
150 birds).

The 
reserve was mainly established for the protection of Cathaya argrophylla. The vegetation 
shows prominent vertical zonation, with subtropical coniferous forest below 1,500 m, 
broadleaf evergreen forest from 1,500-1,900 m, and alpine meadows above 1,900 m. 
THREATENED SPECIES: Syrmaticus reevesii (VU) 
BIOMES: AS08: Sino-Himalayan subtropical forest 
IMPORTANCE TO OTHER FAUNA AND FLORA: Nationally protected plants include Cathaya 
argyrophylla, Davidia involucrate and Tetracentron sinense. Nationally protected animals 
include Presbytis francoisi, Macaca mulatta, Panthera tigris amoyensis, Panthera pardus, 
Neofelis nebulosa, Manis pentadactyla, Viverricula indica and Viverra zibetha.
