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China Bird Report 2007

SUMMARY

This is the fifth annual collation and publication of bird records from mainland China,
following the inaugural China Bird Report 2003. Coverage of China, especially by birdwatching
societies based in eastern coastal provinces and in larger cities in the west of the country, has grown
significantly over the past five years accompanied by a massive increase in the number of bird
records submitted and an overall improvement in the quality of records. Birdwatchers, both local and
overseas, have made increasingly valuable contributions to knowledge of the Chinese avifauna and
biodiversity conservation in China by counting ecologically-important congregations of waterbirds,
monitoring threatened birds of international concern, finding new species at national or provincial
levels and rediscovering species that were long-lost or feared extinct.

Over the past five years the China Bird Report, which is the only journal publishing annual
bird records from China, has grown into a substantial and credible information source on the
current distribution and conservation status of Chinese birds. It has both reflected the development
and progress of the birdwatching scene in China and stimulated it. The opportunity provided to
birdwatchers to publish their records formally in the annual report has promoted a more scientific
attitude and encouraged birdwatchers to observe record and report more actively. The preferred
channel of reporting for the vast majority of local birdwatchers is the “Chinese Bird Online Report
Centre” , which has a current registration of over 3,000 users and a database of over 17,000 reports.
Such a rich source of bird data has enabled all China Bird Reports since 2005 to publish records of
over 1,000 species, representing about 80% of the China list.

During this period the editorial team of the China Bird Report has itself also undergone some
major developments. The initial small group of editors who compiled the 2003 report has now grown
into a coordinated team of over 30 members, including professional ornithologists and experienced
birdwatchers from the mainland, Hong Kong and abroad, whose reviewing of records based on their
unparalleled understanding of the Chinese avifauna ensures the quality of the report.

Like a baby being born and then starting to learn to walk, the China Bird Report has embarked
on a journey full of difficulties, challenges, and the excitement of achievement. There is still plenty of
room for improvement, for example in setting up more formalized standards for acceptance of records,
improving the quality of editing, increasing the efficiency of the publishing process, streamlining
distribution and so on. Striving toward these clear directions for future improvement, we will try to
bring about a better China Bird Report as time progresses.

China Bird Report 2007 is the outcome of nearly a year' s collective effort of all editors. For
the third consecutive year, geographical coverage encompasses all provincial-level administrative
districts in China, with the exception of Hong Kong and Taiwan. A total of 1071 species from 16



orders and 68 families are included in this report, representing over 80% of all bird species in China
as listed in Zheng (2005). These records include one species which is newly described by science,
three species which are additions to the national checklist, and a suite of species which are additions
at provincial-level. In terms of globally-threatened species on the TUCN red-list, the current report
includes four Critically-endangered species, 10 Endangered species, and 42 Vulnerable species
(BirdLife International 2008), whilst also highlighting species under Protection Class I (Zheng and
Wang 2005). As in previous years, the report introduces and discusses a number of relevant taxonomic
changes proposed in the recent ornithological research literature. Finally, this year’ s report includes
a report on sightings of colour-banded waterbirds in mainland China during 2007, which provides
important information on the migration and conservation of these birds.

Newly described species for China

#1079.a Nonggang Babbler Stachyris nonggangensis

Guangxi: At least five. at Nonggang NR, Longzhou on 21 February [ Yu Hanyan].

This species, only recently described as new to science (Zhou and Jiang, 2008), inhabits karst
seasonal rainforest at Nonggang NNR, Guangxi, where it was first recorded in October 2005. At
present it is not known to occur elsewhere.

New Records for China

0701.a# Long-billed Thrush Zoothera monticola
Yunnan: One at Moli, Ruili on 4 February [Luo Pingzhao and Wang Jiyi] and 6 March [Fu Jie].

0702.a# Tickell' s Thrush Turdus unicolor

Taxonomic Changes
The following taxonomic changes have been adopted by the China Bird Report editorial group.

0939.1# Baikal Bush Warbler Bradypterus davidi

0939.2# Spotted Bush Warbler Bradypterus thoracicus

We have followed the taxonomic treatment and nomenclature proposed by Alstrom et al. (2008)
for the former “Spotted Bush Warbler Bradypterus thoracicus” complex. Based on multiple criteria
such as plumage, biometrics, egg colouration, song, mitochondrial DNA and habitat distribution, these
authors recognize B. davidi and B. kashmirensis as specifically distinct from the now diminished
B. thoracicus. They also consider that the taxon przevalskii is synonymous with thoracicus and that
the taxon suschkini is perhaps best treated as a synonym of davidi. Both Spotted Bush Warbler B.
thoracicus (as newly constituted) and Baikal Bush Warbler B. davidi occur in China, the former as a
summer breeder in mountainous area of west-central and southwest China and southeastern Tibet, and
the latter as a summer breeder in northeastern China and also sympatrically with thoracicus in some
mountainous areas of west-central China.

China Bird Reports 2005 and 2006 successively adopted the revisions of babblers proposed by
Collar (2006). China Bird Report 2007 takes a further step and follows the taxonomic treatment of
babblers outlined by Collar and Robson (2007). Graminicola bengalensis and Rhopophilus pekinensis
are both recognized to be babblers (Timaliidae), not warblers (Sylviidae), and the following genera
have been re-instated: Garrulax, Dryonastes, Grammatoptila, Stactocichla, Leucodioptron,
Strophocincla, Pterorhinus, lanthocincla and Trochalopteron (previously merged with Garrulax),
Elachura (Spelaeornis), Stachyridiopsis (Stachyris), Mesia (Leiothrix), Moupinia (Chrysomma),
Siva and Chrysominla (Minla), Lioparus, Pseudominla, Fulvetta and Schoeniparus (Alcippe),
Leioptila and Malacias (Heterophasia), and Staphida and Erpornis (Yuhina).

1046.1# Chestnut-crowned Laughingthrush Trochalopteron erythrocephalum

1046.2# Assam Laughingthrush Trochalopteron chrysopterum

1046.3# Silver-eared Laughingthrush Trochalopteron melanostigama

Though previously treated in this journal as a subspecies of T. erythrocephalum following
Collar (2006), T. chrysopterum is now treated as a full species following Collar and Robson (2007),
with two subspecies occurring in China: wooedi of west and northwest Yunnan (Cheng 1987) and
ailaoshanense, a recently described taxon from the Ailao Shan region of central Yunnan (Yang 2002,
Collar and Robson 2007). The reduced 7. erythrocephalum is represented in China by one subspecies,
nigrimentum (Collar and Robson (2007), a form which was known to Cheng (1987) as  “imprudens”

and restricted by him to Cona and Tangme in southeast Tibet.

1049.1# Red-faced Liocichla Liocichla phoenicea

Following the recognition of L. ripponi as a full species (see below), the now diminished L.
phoenicea comprises two subspecies: nominate phoenicea and L. p. bakeri, the former occurring in
the Gaoligong Shan range of northwest Yunnan and the latter in west Yunnan (Collar and Robson
2007). The ranges of subspecies given by these authors, however, do not fully match the distributions
described by Cheng (1987), who does not list the nominate subspecies for China and maps L. p.
bakeri (and not the nominate) in the Gaoligong Shan. Whilst L. r. ripponi is known to occur in the
Ruili area, it is at present unclear whether L. phoenicea occurs sympatrically in the Ruili area, and
also which of these species occurs at Tengchong.

1049.2# Scarlet-faced Liocichla Liocichla ripponi

Formerly considered conspecific with L. phoenicea, this is now regarded as a separate species
following Collar and Robson (2007). These authors list two subspecies, both occurring in China,
nominate ripponi in west and southwest Yunnan and L. ». wellsi in southeast Yunnan and parts of
Guangxi. According to Cheng (1987), ripponi occurs in west Yunnan at Longling and in southwest
Yunnan at Yongde, whilst wellsi occurs in southeast Yunnan.

Resighting of colour-banded birds in mainland China in 2007

There has been an increasing number of resightings (including leg flags, colour bands, neck bands,
wing-mark and metal bands) from mainland China following the rapid development of bird-watching
activities there. In order to avoid loss of valuable information and to make sure all sightings are
reported to the National Bird Banding Center, we have summarized the various records of these
resightings.

For shorebirds, there were 179 resighting records from 10 different species reported. The most
recorded species was bar-tailed godwit Limosa lapponica, which had 86 records, equivalent to
48% of the total records. The other abundant records included great knot Calidris tenuirostris (26
records), red-necked stint Calidris ruficollis (19 records), dunlin Calidris alpina (12 records),
red knot Calidris canutus (6 records), sanderling Calidris alba (9 records), ruddy turnstone
Avrenaria interpres (6 records), curlew sandpiper Calidris ferruginea (4 records), greater
sandplover Charadrius leschenaultii (3 records), sharp-tailed sandpiper Calidris acuminata
(1 records). These birds were originally banded in 9 different countries / locations, with 65 records
of 8 species banded in Northwest Australia (yellow leg flag), which has the highest number of
records and species. As many as 36% of the total number of resighting records were birds banded
in Northwest Australia. This was followed by North Island of New Zealand (2 species, 42 records),
Southeast Australia (7 species, 39 records), Chongming Dongtan of China (3 species, 11 records),
South Australia (3 species, 9 records), Alaska (1 species, 9 records), Kamchatka Peninsula of Russia
(1 species, 2 records), South Island of New Zealand (1 record) and Taiwan (1 record). There were 7
provinces / municipalities such as Liaoning, Hebei, Tianjin, Shandong, Shanghai, Fujian, Guangdong
and 19 locations in China that have provided records of resightings, with Liaoning Dandong had the
highest number of records (95). In addition to the traditional coloured leg flags, there were 17 records
of engraved leg flags (11 from Northwest Australia, 3 from Chongming Dongtan, 2 from North Island
of New Zealand, 1 from South Australia) and 24 with individual colour bands (23 from North Island
of New Zealand and 1 from Northwest Australia). The complete records of all characters on the
engraved flags or all the colour bands allow each particular individual to be identified.

In addition to shorebirds, there were resighting records of Anatidae (ducks and geese), Laridae
(gulls) and big-sized waders, with a total of 51 records from 9 species. These included whooper swan
Cygnus cygnus (20 individuals), black-faced spoonbill Platalea minor (13 individuals), Saunder's

gull Larus saundersi (8 individuals), black-tailed gull Larus crassirostris (4 individuals), roseate
tern Sterna dougallii (2 individuals), brown-headed gull Larus brunnicephalus (1 individual),

relict gull Larus relictus (1 individual), bar-headed goose Anser indicus (1 individual) and
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red-crowned crane Grusjaponensis (1 individual). They were originally banded in 11 locations
of China, Korea, Mongolia, Japan and Australia. It’ s worth to note that 30 whooper swans were
banded during July 2007 in the Darkhad valley of northern Mongolia with engraved neck band
(A0l — A30, red background and white font), as part of the wild bird global avian influenza network
for surveillance (GAINS) program. Up until the end of 2007, 20 marked whooper swans had been
recorded in China by photographers, birdwatchers and ornithologists. These records were distributed
at the middle and lower reaches of Yellow river, especially the Sanmenxia section of drainage area
(Pinglu at Shanxi and Sanmenxia at Henan), with 14 marked individuals reported in the area, thus
showing the importance of the area for the species. On the other hand, the two resighting records of
banded roseate tern on 2007 July 31, in Fujian Zhangpu were the first time that roseate tern banded
in the Great Barrier Reef of Australia being resighted in mainland China. Meanwhile, Panjin-banded
Saunder's gull was first recorded in Dandong in 2007, with a total of 6 records between September and
October. This confirmed the importance of Dandong as a stopover site for Saunder's gull that migrate
between Panjin, Korea Peninsula and Japan.
